Church Rebuild Status at the end of March

Three months into the church rebuild and there is little visibility from the
road of rebuild progress. However, work inside continues apace. The
rebuild is on target. The first phase of building stabilization and demolition
of unwanted walls and roofs has been completed successfully.

The photograph, taken on
Sat 20 March shows
evidence of the main
works so far. The belfry
tower has gone and the
space between the hall
and the church has been
cleared ready for the new
lift and staircase to the
upper rooms. The whole

of the roof over the
kitchen, vestry, toilets and corridor has been removed, ready for a new
pitched roof — hurrah for no more leaks!

Inside the church, the floor has all been removed, together with a wall
between the Ricardo Room (where the organ was) and the transept leading
to the hall. This will create significant extra space within the church. The
church walls are being stabilized — one layer of bricks has been removed
and the replacement of the ‘wall ties’ maintaining the cavity wall distance is
underway.

The staircase and upper rooms need the hall steel framework to be
checked and extended towards and above the kitchen and disabled toilet.
Work on this has already started.

Progress over the next two months will start to be visible from the outside.
First, there will be the steel structure to form the upper rooms with
staircase supports. Then in June, the moment people have been hoping for



— the erection of the gable §
end over the altar area
and the roof beams,
starting to show the new
church outline. As you can
imagine, the plans for the
inside of the church -
heating, lighting and
electrics are also well

underway. Once the roof

has been completed with the east and west end gables tied in, then the
west end support scaffolding will be removed and construction work on the
new entrance will begin- probably starting in July.

They have changed the date to avoid clashing with Mudeford Arts Festival,
an event which requires a heavy involvement from us. Hetty and | and
others went to the barbeque last year and thoroughly enjoyed ourselves.

We do need to have a high profile at the Mudeford Arts Festival and the
team are preparing a plan to make the most of our presence there,
including a lot of bucket collections.

Bucket collections are useful and the Manager of The Regent, Oscar is
working with me to make that happen at an event in the Autumn.

We have been fortunate to obtain the support of several Trusts, although
some were unable to help at the time but gave us reason to try again. Peter
Rose will be helping me with this. There are two trusts that have suggested
specific parts of our mission to apply for over the next three years.

| am still in discussion with two trusts, that have pledged donations, but
have not contributed yet.

We are still hoping for support from local businesses. We are very grateful
for the support that we have had from several small local businesses.

We are planning to produce new posters, leaflets and other written
material. We welcome help with IT related matters, including the use of
social media and our new website.

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| Wandered Lonely as a Cloud by William Wordsworth

You probably remember reading this poem at school:
| wandered lonely as a cloud

That floats on high o’er vales and hills,

When all at once | saw a crowd,

A host, of golden daffodils;

Beside the lake, beneath the trees,

Fluttering and dancing in the breeze.

Continuous as the stars that shine
And twinkle on the milky way,
They stretched in never ending line
Along the margin of a bay:

Ten thousand saw | at a glance,

Tossing their heads in sprightly dance.

The waves beside them danced; but they
Out-did the sparkling waves in glee:

A poet could not but be gay,

In such a jocund company:

| gazed-and gazed- but little thought

What wealth the show to me had brought

For oft, when on my couch | lie

In vacant or in pensive mood,

They flash upon that inward eye
Which is the bliss of solitude:

And then my heart with pleasure fills,

And dances with the daffodils.
Daffodils at Upton House near Stratford Upon Avon

Wordsworth wrote this poem sometime after a walk in the Lake District,
near a lake at Grasmere, with his sister, Dorothy. She was also struck by the
scene and wrote in her 1802 journal, “ | never saw daffodils so beautiful they
grew among the mossy stones about and about them, some rested their
heads upon these stones as on a pillow for weariness and the rest tossed
and reeled and danced and seemed as if they verily laughed with the wind
that blew upon them over the Lake, they looked so gay ever glancing ever
changing”. He wrote the poem in 1804 and had clearly been inspired by
what she had written.

| have been thinking about this poem in the last few weeks. The displays of
daffodils alongside roads and in gardens do seem to have been spectacularly
beautiful this spring and this was particularly so in the Cotswolds when we
visited a few weeks ago. | would like to draw your attention to the last eight
lines of the poem, some of which were apparently suggested by Mary,
Wordsworth’s wife. Wordworth was not just enjoying the daffodils in the
moment he saw them but found pleasure in reflecting on the scene long
after the event. Those who are keen photographers, artists or writers will
enjoy ‘fixing’ their memories in these mediums. This is wonderful because
they can then be shared with others which is what happened in
Wordsworth’s household —and now we too can picture the scene over 200
years later! In writing about poetry, Wordsworth coined the phrase
“recollecting in tranquillity” and this is something we can all do-particularly
if we hone our powers of observation and memory. Think back to
somewhere you enjoyed visiting and ‘take yourself for a walk’. You might be
surprised at how much you can remember!

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Mission Pot: Dorset and Somerset Air Ambulance
“We help save lives, one day it could be yours”.

Dorset and Somerset Air Ambulance receive no direct funding from the
government or National Lottery and rely on the general public for support:
operational costs are £30,500 a day and the approximate cost per mission is
£3,000.

The critical care team is operational 19 hours a day, 365 days a year. They
operate from 7am to 2am each day using an AgustaWestland 169(AW169)
helicopter, a critical care car and outreach cars. They are situated at
Henstride Airfield and can reach any point in Dorset or Somerset within 20
minutes. From cardiac arrest to road accidents, emergency maternity care
to hospital transfers -time is of the essence.

This is how they are dispatched:

‘We are dispatched via the ‘999’ emergency system by a dedicated
Helicopter Emergency Medical Service (HEMS) desk, located at the South
Western Ambulance Service NHS Foundation Trust clinical hub in Exeter.
Funded by five South West air ambulance charities, including Dorset and
Somerset Air Ambulance, the HEMS desk ensures the most appropriate air
ambulance responds swiftly when a patient’s life is at risk.

HEMS dispatchers are experts in air ambulance capabilities and regulations.
Using advanced mapping systems, they assess incident locations, notify our
aircrew, and coordinate updates with land crews to ensure seamless
emergency response. Before deployment, factors like location, landing
conditions, and proximity to Major Trauma Centres are assessed.’

When responding by air they provide at least a doctor, specialist practitioner
and pilot for each mission. Patient and family liaison nurses provide support
to patients who have been treated by the team. The charity is also involved
in outreach and injury prevention courses and useful information on- line
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(such as what to do if your child swallows a magnet). They run courses in
CPR and the use of defibrillators.

This seems a good time to remind ourselves of
where defibrillators are to be found in our area:

Local Defibrillators

These Automated Emergency Defibrillators are all close to Mudeford and
Stanpit. They are community machines that talk you through the
instructions to get the chain of survival started before the emergency
responders can arrive. They can be used within about 500 yards of the
machine on the wall. You may need to dial 999 to get the code to open the
box and alert first responders to come.

However, | found it to be one of the most B o flowed

uplifting and positive books I've read in a
long time!

Yes, there was much that was ‘harrowing’,
but it was told in a context of having
learned so much from the experience.

EDITH EGER

Edith was taken with her family to

Auschwitz when she was just 16 years old,

but against the odds, she survived. During the book she asks herself why.
Why did she live when so many others died? The book gives us and her the
reason, in that she spent her life trying to understand and make sense of her
experience and used the answers to try and help others who have faced or
are facing the worst life has to offer.

She became a psychologist and strongly believes that, whatever life throws
at you; war, illness, divorce, death; you have a choice. That choice is to
either let the experience or condition define you so that you live it every day
and get dragged down into the negative vortex of emotion which,
ultimately, destroys any chance of happiness in your life, or you see it as a
gift and use it as a building block to make you a better person with more to
offer and a real sense of inner happiness. This is easier said than done,
particularly with what Edith went through — but it is possible with hope and
forgiveness. She says that it is not that time heals, it's what you do with the
time that really counts.
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This is a book full of positivity and covers an amazing range of experiences,
as Edith comes into contact with so many people suffering in so many
different ways. At the age of 99 this year, she is still helping people and her
legacy will live on. As the book says, ‘even in hell, hope can flower’.
